e Establish measureable objectives and targets for health and safety aimed at the elimination of work-
related illness and injury

e Report on measurements and targets to the board.

e Ensure that the Safety Management system is updated with current relevant legislative.

This Policy will be regularly reviewed following legislative or organisational changes, or as a minimum every five
years.
